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3.4.c – Assignment/ Group work: Outline your concept for a Social Farm 
Task: In this preparatory assignment, the first ideas for your concept of a Social Farm, which were developed in the mentored workshop in unit 3, are to be further developed and specified (same groups as 3.3.j). Consider which stakeholders need to be integrated and what a good organizational and communication structure (work processes, distribution of tasks, ...) can be. Use the questions in presentation 3.4.a/b “How to start a Social Farm?” to check whether the intended farm and the selected target group(s) match. In the upcoming mentored workshop in this unit, all groups will present their concepts to the large group. Think about how you want to present your concept and prepare the presentation.

Aim/ objectives
The aim of this preparatory assignment is to further develop the corresponding concept of a Social Farm in group work. Relevant stakeholders should be considered and organizational structures should be outlined. It is also about reflecting on your own concept in the group and checking it for practicability and realism.

Learning outcomes
After this peparatory assignment, you will be able to: 
· Elaborating a concept for an own project including relevant stakeholders. 
· Constructing a Social Farm combining the demands of target groups with the conditions on farms. 
· Planning a system of interactions and communicated structures in order to develop the whole farm organism.
· Transfer of basic knowledge on concrete examples. 
· Identifying basic aspects of Social Farming relevant for own projects.
